APPROXIMATELY 9.15PM

To be part of the ballot for a pair of tickets, you should be:-

>a paid-up member of Halton Tennis Club

>a member of British Tennis

>be over 9 years old

>you or a proxy be present on the night of the draw

>be able to pay for the tickets on the night of the draw

The rules of allocation of the tickets and the subsequent use of the tickets are very strict and are laid down by the LTA.  Full details of the rules and the process on the night will be published shortly.  The most important rule is that the pair of tickets must not be sold on to any other person.  Should you find that you are unable to attend on the day, the tickets should be returned to the club for allocation to a reserve – you must not pass any tickets you acquire in the draw to any other person.

However, you may use the second ticket for a non-member of British Tennis or HVLTC to accompany you.

If you are not yet a member of British Tennis you may join before the ballot and be included in the draw.  It is free to join and you should go to www.lta.org.uk/BritishTennisMembership/  .  All our club members who wish to be in the ballot must ensure that their British Tennis Membership shows them as being affiliated to Halton Village Lawn Tennis Club.  Before being allowed to enter the ballot on the night each member will be checked against HVLTC affiliated BT members list and that they are paid-up members of the club.  If in doubt, you can check with Gill Roe.

To avoid disappointment – ensure your membership is in order of both the club and British Tennis.
