Halton Tennis Centre is delighted to be staging this event and we hope you will join us for high quality matches set in the idyllic surroundings of the Chiltern Hills and rural Buckinghamshire. 

The Grade 3 events are open to 8, 9, 10, 12-18 & Under Boys and girls.  

This tournament is sanctioned by the Lawn Tennis Association and shall be conducted in accordance with their rules and those published by the organising committee.

All applicants for all events shall be members of British tennis and shall have a rating.

There will be an optional consolation event for both age groups.

Entry closes on August 8th 2011.

To enter go on line at www.lta.org.uk, go to competition and enter the event code BUC112.

Boys and girls with the highest rating will be accepted first and players of equal rating will be accepted according to their LTA ranking at the closing date.  The tournament committee may award wild cards in each draw.

Each player will be contacted with their start time by email by from the organisers. If players do not receive their start time they are required to phone the referee on Kath Lovell 07747 831434 as it is the player’s responsibility to find out their start time before the event.

The committee of a tournament may decline to accept any application.

Players shall be available for all days and throughout the times of play.

The decision of the referee and /or committee on all matters relating to the tournament shall be final.

Any player may be required to submit to a random doping control test without prior notice. This will be undertaken by an independent sampling officer appointed by UK Sport. Failure to submit to this test will be treated as a positive result.

The decision of the referee is final. If you are unhappy with any matter in connection with the tournament, you may raise the matter verbally with the referee. You may also make a complaint in writing to the referee or the tournament organiser, provided you do so within 48 hours of the occurrence. 


If you are still not satisfied, you may, within 10 days of receiving a written response from us take the matter up with one of the following: 

Head of Officiating, The Lawn Tennis Association, National Tennis Centre, 100 Priory Lane, Roehampton, London SW15 5JQ, if your complaint relates to the action or decision of an official.

Bucks LTA, Bucks Indoor Tennis Centre, Holmers Lane, High Wycombe, Bucks HP12 4QA,, if your complaint relates to any other matter.More information about this tournament including the full tournament regulations may be obtained from www.haltontennis.co.uk.
