Indoor Courts & Floodlights this winter

As you will be aware from previous newsletters, with 6 indoor courts and 6 floodlit outdoor courts, our electricity bill is now over £46k per year - our largest single cost. As we embark on our winter season, I would ask you all to be prudent with the lights, play outdoors during the day at club sessions on Tuesday/Friday/Sunday if the weather is fine and switch lights off whenever you finish a session if no one else is coming in. Already in the past few weeks, both the Domes and outside floodlights have been left empty with all lights blazing away.

Since installing the second dome in 2007, our operating costs have risen dramatically; very few clubs in the UK are able to manage the challenge of running indoor courts, such is their operating cost and whilst we all want to continue to enjoy indoor tennis, it is very difficult to keep them financially viable. Lastly, outside of club sessions, all indoor courts MUST be booked and paid for at the office.

Day-Time Club sessions - court allocation

Our Tuesday, Friday and Sunday morning club sessions are played outdoors, starting on the 6 Agcs unless it is raining/bad weather. Our 6 indoor courts are reserved for the club session, in the event of inclement weather, and are not booked out for external use/coaching etc.  Any decision to go inside will be made by the organiser.

General Facilities News

We are in process of obtaining quotes to Tarmac our Overflow car park with a view to completion in November. The 2 large storage containers have also been moved to the back of the site to gain extra space for cars.

The clubhouse roof also needs some remedial work: quotes & advice is being sort with our aim to carry out before year end.
Peter Taylor is busy doing as much work outside whilst the weather holds, but should be able to start the new Ladies Showers in October, followed by a new lick of paint in the clubhouse.
