Anna Popescu from Berkhamsted dominated the girls events by winning the Tennis Europe title as well as the 14 & Under and 18 & Under titles in the Everyball International Grade 3 tournament.  The Boys Tennis Europe title went to the No.1 seed

Julian Cash.  Halton's Alice Patch teamed up with Cecily Wuenscher to beat a German/Russian pair to win the Girls doubles title.

Tennis Jeannie Singles Box Leagues

starting September 2011 – Mike James

In September the Everyball International Academy (Halton's Coaching and Tournament/matchplay 'brand') will be launching a new Singles Box League. The box league will be managed on-line by 'Tennis Jeannie' (www.tennisjeannie.com) and will be open to all players (members and non-members) who have an interest in playing some fun competitive singles matches. Juniors from 16 years old can also enter the box leagues.

Players will be asked to pay an entry fee of £12.00 for the year (this can be done on-line via the Tennis Jeannie Online Tournament Entry service) - with 40 players we will be able to cover 'Tennis Jeannie's' costs and hopefully we can raise some further funds for prizes as we go forwards!

Format:

- Singles with Mixed Gender Boxes

- 6-8 week box cycle with a 1 week turn-around

- Up to 6 players in a box - this can be modified by EBI if necessary

- The match format will be one Pro Set (Super Set) designed so that a match can be completed within 1 hour. Matches will be played as the best of 11 games.  All games must be played. A standard 7 point tiebreak to be played should the games score reach 5:5. On the second deuce their will be a 'sudden death' point, with the returner choosing which side to return from.

- 1 point will be allocated per game won plus 3 points for playing and a bonus 3 points to the winner. The point score could therefore be 17:3 to 12:8

- Players can print off a hard copy of their fixture list directly from the Tennis Jeannie website including opponent contact details.

- The SuperUser (Mike) will be responsible for setting the initial boxes to ensure players are competing at roughly the same level

- When players register with the EBI Tennis Jeannie website they will be taken to a welcome screen which will explain the Jeannie concept and provide pointers on how to get started - there is an animated Take the Tour demo.

- The club will be offering all box league members a discounted rate on indoor courts should you wish to play matches indoors - due to the format, matches will not take any longer than 1 hour

OUR TENNIS JEANNIE WEBSITE IS CURRENTLY BEING SET UP AND A FURTHER COMMUNICATION FROM MIKE WILL LET YOU KNOW WHEN YOU CAN REGISTER TO JOIN. WE HAVE SET A DATE FOR  26 SEPTEMBER TO BEGIN OUR FIRST ROUND OF MATCHES.

I hope that you will support and join this exciting new opportunity for the club - there are many members keen on their singles, and perhaps it will also encourage others into some regular fun singles competition - a great way to improve fitness, get some valuable practice, and test your competitive edge!
